New beginnings

For children and young people in full-time education September is a time of new beginnings.

As
I'm writing this in August numbers of young people are anxiously awaiting examination results
which for many will determine their future — and some of these will be preparing to leave home
for the first time, hopefully to the university of their choice. Please pray for them. It's such an
anxious time for them all — and especially anxious for their parents who long to see their children
settled and happy.

Children are valuable to God

In the Scriptures we read, “People brought little children to Jesus for him to place his hands on
them and pray for them. But the disciples rebuked them. Jesus said, ‘Let the little children come
to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of heaven belongs to such as these.”
